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THE BIOLOGICAL BASIS OF ARISTOTLE’S
CHILDCARE RECOMMENDATIONS
ON INFANTS’ KINETIC EDUCATION (POL., VII 17,1336A 8-39)

Abstract

In chapters 16-17 of the 7th book of Politics, Aristotle is openly in favor of an
interventionist city-state policy of birth control, recommending thereby to the future
legislator who aims at establishing the best constitution to enact a bundle of laws of
an exclusively eugenic character, which will concern pre-genital as well as post-genital
stages and will primarily attempt to ensure that all the forms of childbearing taking
place within the territory of the polis will result to the birth and the upbringing of
perfect/healthy children. On the basis of my previous analysis on the Aristotelian
eugenics recommendations, I have concluded that in order to compile their content
the philosopher relies upon a set of principles, concepts and explanatory schemata
deriving largely from his biological investigations. The current article which focuses
on the biological basis and the functioning of the childcare recommendations on the
kinetic education of children up to five years old, found in chapter 17, reinforces this
thesis. His ultimate goal is to indicate that they concern childcare recommendations
made up from specific practices and activities and whose compulsory implementation
by the parents attempts to ensure the proper corporeal way of living for the children
of the best constitution during the first period of their life: a mildly laborious way
of living (#mog movntindg Blog), adjusted to their real organic/biological capabilities,
contributing as much as possible to their healthiest bodily development and preparing
them for obtaining a corporeal well-being (ede&io).
