CONTEXT

Qualitative data on how children and
adolescents view their health and its
determinants are relatively few at
the international level.

This research is therefore part of a
comprehensive, open-ended
perspective aimed at better
describing how elementary school
children perceive the risk factors
and the protection of health and
cancers.

e Total number of data: 2554
productions

Level of collection bringing results

e Wealth in the data collected thanks
to the complementarity of the

— student productions:

— Identify how children's
conceptions fit together and define
student profiles

e More marginal designs that can be
used to expand the collection of
dominantly expressed and absent
factors.

This open and exploratory method, combining the use of photographs and focus groups,
aims to collect data on the experiences, stated practices and knowledge of each student that

lead to the development of interdependent health conceptions.
The informative value of data from qualitative collection tools coupled with a mixed
methodology of analysis (qualitative and quantitative) allows us to describe what is the
added value to the understanding of the perception of the determinants of cancer by pupils
of elementary schools.
