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ABSTRACT: The Jilin Provincial Institute of Cultural Relics and Archaeology collaborated with two other institutes
to conduct a salvage excavation of a Liao Dynasty tomb and its affiliated brick structure at the Dongmeng village in Maolin
county, Shuangliao city, Jilin, in 2016. Eventhough the tomb has been looted for two times, there were more than 40 artifacts
left in the tomb including ceramics, silverware, bronzes, ironware, agate, and bone artifacts. In addition, a collapsed wooden
small tentwas found inside the chamber. According to the size of wooden planks in the upper part and overall size, this small
tent might have been ajiuji xiaozhang (small tent with nine ridges). Based on the archaeological findings, the tomb should be
a couple’sjoint burial. The ages of the two occupants were about 50. Humanosteological examination of the two individuals’
skeletons shows evidence of severe pathology. The scale of the tomb and the assemblage of burial goods show that the male
occupant might be a lower-rank official or elite.
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
